Elihu was at his best.

Elihu was a young man with the understanding of the aged. In Job 32:8 he said, there is a spirit in man, the breath of the Almighty giveth him understanding. Elihu was one of the friends of Job, who remained with him during his afflictions to encourage him. Wow! He was acknowledging God as the source of his inspiration. Praise God!
Where do you go to for inspiration? 

Some youths go into all sorts of practices which eventually land them in trouble. For instance it is a common thing among certain group of musicians; they take hard drugs, just before performing on stage. When asked why, some of them say it gives them inspiration to perform well, some say it gives them the energy required. But I say, “No to drug trafficking and abuse.” Hard drugs only make the life of its victim harder seeing that their brains become distorted and eventually some end up with very serious mental disorders. Hard drugs are never alternatives for you to be inspired; all you need is God. Such drug addicts and traffickers are not to be associated with; you should not be found in such companies and should not be engaged in such practices. Some engage in exam malpractices, sourcing for answers even before the questions are presented in the examination halls, I have heard some people refer to such materials as “chokes”. As a child of God you must never be involved in such, look up to God and study your books to show yourself approved. Then only can you emerge as an excellent student.
